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What is your role in powered 
access? 
I am a young woman who is 
passionate about everything she 
does, especially in this industry. I 
have dedicated myself to 
understanding the financial 
aspects and the various 
applications of this equipment in 
the Colombian market, and the 
desire to learn more led me to 
deepen my knowledge of security 
issues related to them.

How did you come into this 
industry and what attracted you to 
it? 
I worked as an auditor for more 
than 12 years, and, thanks to this 
experience, I came to a heavy 
machinery company. This led me to 
UP Equipment, a company 
specialising in lifting equipment, 
which made me see hope for 
women to be part of an industry 
that has been dominated by men 
for many years. 

What do you find inspiring about 
your role? 
My work team is made up of many 
great women. We have started 
training women as operators, and 
seeing the trade increasingly 
include women around the world is 
exciting. As a young woman, 
initiatives like IPAF's makes me 
see many more opportunities in the 
industry. 

Where do you see yourself in 
five years and what do you want 
to achieve? 
I love teaching and learning. In 
five years' time, I would like to 
become a leading woman in Latin 
America in the powered access 
sector, being recognised for 
sharing knowledge and 
demonstrating that women can 
be a fundamental part of these 
large companies in the powered 
access sector.
